Architectural Review Information

Dear Silver Lakes Homeowners:

The Board of Directors and the Architectural Review Board is providing the following information to the Homeowners and in particular, our newly moved in neighbors, who may not be familiar with the Architectural Controls in our community:

The purpose of the “Amended Declaration Of Covenants, Restrictions And Easements For Silver Lakes, Article V, Architectural Controls”, is to promote harmonious development and encourage maintenance of property in a way which will preserve the value of our real estate investment in this community.

Please be aware that the approval of the Architectural Review Board is required for the following improvements, alterations and landscaping:

Exterior alterations, additions, wall, fence, awning, canopy, deck, patio and landscaping.

Application for Certificate of Architectural Approval shall include two (2) sets of complete architectural plans and specifications, shall be submitted to:

The Architectural Review Board will approve or disapprove all applications within twenty (20) days.   One (1) set of plans will be returned to the applicant after approval.

Please review the Architectural Standards in Article V, and note the acceptable exterior materials, roofs, exterior lighting, mail boxes, etc. In general, only natural materials are to be used; synthetic materials such as plastic, aluminum, vinyl, etc., are not permitted.

Also note the Prohibited Buildings and Structures: 

Antennas are prohibited, Satellite dish no larger than pizza size is permitted but subject to approval.   Fences are prohibited on lake lots, all other fences are subject to architectural review and approval on a case by case basis and in general, will not be approved where the harmonious development of the community is compromised, such as, fencing off neighbor from neighbor.
